New Student Registration through the Student Portals
There are a few simple steps…

STEP ONE: Complete an Application


 Go to this link: http://www.criswell.edu/future_students/apply_now/. If you have any questions about the application process call 214-821-5433 and ask to be transferred to an admissions counselor. 
STEP TWO: Complete Admissions Process


Check with your admissions counselor to make sure you have completed all steps in the application process to make you a fully admitted student. You will not be able to receive a student portal unless this is complete. 

STEP THREE: Contact the Student Life Office 


After you’ve been admitted you need to contact the Student Life Office to receive your login and password for your student portal. You can contact the Student Life Office at 214-818-1332 or studentlife@criswell.edu. 
STEP FOUR: Enter Student Portal and Register for Classes

Select the term in which your courses are being offered and login to your student portal. In your portal go to “Registration” and select the courses you want to take. Hit “Process Registration.” This does not complete your registration; this merely reserves your spot in the class. Contact Ron Lowery at rlowery@criswell.edu if you are having difficulty with the following: 

1. If you’re not able to enter registration through your portal. 

2. If you are unable to register for course because of a pre-requisite.

3. If you want to sign up for an audit or sit-in.

4. If you have any other registration related questions.   
STEP FIVE: Clear the Business Office


After you register you can click “My Ledger.” There you will be able to print off a copy of your pre-bill. At this time, you need to contact Donna Ward at dward@criswell.edu or if you have any Business Office related questions. 


Make your payment: online, via mail or drop by the Business Office. We not accept payment over the phone. A $110.00 late registration fee will be applied if payment has not been made before the first day of each term semester. 

STEP SIX: Clear the Student Life Office
